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10 SUMMARY

The current Soviet and overseas base structure based upon unclassified sources is summarized in
Table I.

The status of Soviet access and utilization of these bases is constantly changing. For instance, a
Soviet naval base reported under construction (Ref. g) at Marsa Matru on the Mediterranean coast
of Egypt between Alexandria and the Libyan border is no longer operational after Soviet expulsion
from this and other bases in Egypt. Also, recent Soviet support of Somalia's traditional enemy
Ethiopia has aroused ill feelings toward the USSR.

A forecast into the 1985-95 era and supporting rationale would require considerably more research

effort and is unlikely to have much credibility.
